BE it enacted by the Parliament of the Democratic Socialist

1. This Act may be cited as the Civil Procedure Code
(Amendment) Act, No. of 2022.

2. The following new section is hereby inserted
immediately after section 154 of the Civil Procedure Code
(Chapter 101) and shall have effect as section 1544 of that
Code:—

“Proof of 154a. (1) Notwithstanding the provisions
deed or of the Evidence Ordinance (Chapter 14), in any
document ) ] :

(2) The provisions of subsection (1),
shall mutatis mutandis apply in the actions
