1. These Regulations may be cited as the National Gem and Jewellery (Gem Mining Licence ) Regulations 2020.		

						    
2.   A licence shall not be granted to any person unless -

(a) 	 he himself owns the land;

(b) 	 he has obtained the written consent of so many of the other owners as to ensure that the applicant and such 
other consenting owners together own at least two-thirds ownership of the land; or

(c) 	 such person who is not a co-owner of the land, has obtained the written consent of co-owners including lease 
hold rights for gemming as to ensure that such consenting co-owners own at least two-thirds ownership of 
the land,

in respect of which the application has been made.
