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filling a vacancy under Section 64(5) of the Parliamentary Elections

a Member of Parliament of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka ;

	 Whereas, the Election Commission has directed the secretary of the aforesaid political party to nominate a member 
of that party who is qualified under the said Section to fill the said vacancy;

        And whereas, the secretary of the said political party has nominated Mr. Mohamad Mujibur Rahman to fill the 
vacancy; 
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	 The Election Commission, acting under section 64(5) of the Parliamentary Elections Act, No. 1 of 1981 read with 
provisions of the Constitution of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka, announces that Mr. Mohamad Mujibur 
Rahman was declared elected as a Member of Parliament to fill the vacancy created due to the determination of the Supreme 
Court cancelling the parliamentary membership of Mrs. Diana Gamage aforesaid.
